Robert Joseph Buehler began his employment in 1968, in the department of Mental Health Technologies, which he chaired from 1972 until his retirement in 1982.
Robert Buehler's particular area of expertise was the training of Mental Health/Human Service workers and in the delivery of psychological services.  In support of the latter, he was licensed as a practitioner by the Ohio State Board of Psychology.  In terms of teaching in, and administrating Mental Health/Human Service programs, he served on task forces and advisory boards at a national level (S.R.E.B. and N.I.M.H.) and was considered a national leader.
Buehler produced a nationally distributed conceptual framework for field training encompassing an interdisciplinary approach using expertise from social work, psychology, activities, advocacy, and all other aspects of community based intervention.

Mr. Buehler served as chairperson for divisional committees involving: search for new chairpersons, part time faculty screening, and Student Services Committee of Academic Council.  He has also served on Academic Council, Part Time Faculty Training Committee, and a number of ad hoc committees.  In the community Mr. Buehler served as a member of the board of the Mental Health Association and chairperson of their advocacy committee and on the Dayton Public Schools Career Academy Advisory Committee.  He introduced courses in gerontology and alcoholism counseling.  Mr. Buehler directed his department in a highly successful manner.  Among his many significant accomplishments has been his work in developing a very broad network of field placements.
Buehler was active professionally in the community and he was a member of:
