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Professor Barbara S. Carruth joined Sinclair full-time in 1982 in the Mathematics Department of the Liberal Arts and Sciences Division.  During her 23 year tenure she was a superb classroom instructor, and made extensive contributions in the areas of technology, curriculum development, professional activities, departmental leadership and service to students and the community.

Barbara was a leader in revising our traditional statistics sequence to incorporate the use of a computer based statistical package as well as a hands-on, activity-based lab component that uses a variety of technology enhancements.  This approach to teaching statistics, which was implemented in 1998, remains, so far as we know, unique among college level statistics courses and it has been greatly successful and much appreciated by students.

Barbara served on the committee that implemented the two and a half year long Learning Challenge Grant which piloted and studied the incorporation of computer software into the teaching of our elementary algebra course.  She also developed an extensive web enhancement in WebCT for mastery learning quizzes in her statistics classes and she taught Elementary Algebra as a video course.

She helped coordinate a week long workshop at Wright State University for two year college teachers from across the country sponsored by the American Mathematical Association of Two Year Colleges entitled Tools for Uncovering Disease Patterns and Increasing Consumer Delight.  She has been involved in hosting the Teachers Teaching with Technology (T^3) Summer Institute workshops for middle and high school teachers and she has twice been co-chair of the Ohio Council of Teachers of Mathematics annual conference.

Barbara has served as president of the Wright State University Area Council of Teachers of Mathematics; and as treasurer of Delta Kappa Gamma, Pi Chapter Sorority, a professional organization of women teachers that provides scholarships to students and members and supports community service.  She has given many presentations at national, regional and local conferences.  She has been involved in hosting the Teachers Teaching with Technology (T^3) Summer Institute workshops for middle and high school teachers.  She helped coordinate a week long workshop at Wright State University for two year college teachers from across the country sponsored by the American Mathematical Association of Two Year Colleges entitled Tools for Uncovering Disease Patterns and Increasing Consumer Delight.  She served a three year term as an assistant to the Mathematics Department Chair.

She served on many college committees: Staff Development and Innovation, Promotion and Tenure, and chaired the Mathematics Department's Health Math and Statistics Committees.  She received the Innovator of the Year Award in 2002.  She served as a mentor for gifted fifth grade students from the Dayton Public Schools.  She served on the board of Project Outreach, a problem-solving program that sponsors academic competitions.
