Professor Denise E. Moore dedicated 35 years of service to Sinclair Community College and the Radiologic Technology program.  She began her career at Sinclair Community College in 1973 in the Radiology Department as a clinical instructor and quickly advanced to a position of leadership as the department chair.
As a professor, she modeled the qualities of an outstanding teacher: organized, caring and innovative. She took great pride in challenging her students to be the best.  She was also a student advocate and worked diligently to assist all students in their success.  An example is her establishment of a scholarship for Radiology students in memory of Lee Shadle, past Radiology Department Chair and mentor. Professor Moore guided the Radiologic Technologies Department in a distance learning initiative with Hocking College in southern Ohio, which allowed students at Hocking College to take live distance courses delivered by Sinclair’s Radiologic Technology department to complete their Radiologic Technology degree. 
During her tenure at Sinclair Denise was a part of the following committees: Adjunct Faculty Task Force, Alignment Taskforce, Strategic Enrollment Task Force, NCA Steering Committee, Sinclair Quality Council, Instructional Council, Personnel Committee, Substance Abuse Committee, and Academic Policies Committee.  She was also active in leadership capacities within the American Society of Radiologic Technologists, the Joint Review Committee on Education in Radiologic Technology, the American Registry of Radiologic Technologists, and the Ohio Society of Radiologic Technologists.
