2. “The less fortunate have a sense of relief because they know that their family will make it, and they are one step closer to being on a different track.  After volunteering, I know that the less fortunate are grateful the things that volunteers do.”
3. “Service Learning is effective because it helps build character, deals with human interaction, and shows people different sides of life.  It’s not until you step out of your box and look at the big picture that you can truly grow as a person.”

17. “Service Learning was well worth my time.  It was one of the best experiences for me.”
18. “I think Service Learning built teamwork and got Sinclair into the community.”
19. “I think it did combine course work with the community service by using math concepts made everything adjust in a proper order.”
