Grants Office Significant Accomplishments
for FY ending June 2011
During FY 11, the grants team secured $7,092,324 million and led 147 projects. Sinclair further distinguished itself as the community college with the greatest number of National Science Foundation grants and sub awards in the country, securing the 49th award during FY 11. This brings the total National Science Foundation awards secured to $20.4 million. Below are summaries of some of the grant awards received.
National Science Foundation National Center of Excellence in Supply Chain Technology (Ned Young) $938,887 over four years

The Norco College of Riverside, California was selected by the National Science Foundation to receive a four-year $3.5 million grant to establish the National Center for Supply Chain Technology to develop education and training programs with partner community colleges including Sinclair Community College (Dayton, OH). Sinclair received a $938,887 subaward to design supply chain technology programs to move students seamlessly from high school to community college to university. Working with strategic private and public partners from manufacturing, transportation, distribution and information technology sectors, the project will increase the number of faculty teaching supply chain technology or completing advanced professional development.
Scaffold to the Stars (Russell Marcks) $52,500 over two years
This project was funded by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation to scale-up usage of the open source materials for Sinclair's statics course in the Heating, Ventilation, and Air Conditioning program.

Cross-institutional Nanotechnology Education and Workforce Training (Surinder Jain) $100,000 over four years

The University of Dayton received an award from the National Science Foundation and will collaborate with Sinclair to create two lower division nanotechnology survey courses at Sinclair.

Completion by Design Planning Grant (Kathleen Cleary) $495,000 for one year

A Completion by Design planning grant from The Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation was awarded to an Ohio Cadre (Sinclair Community College [fiscal agent], Lorain County Community College, and Stark State College) to launch a five-year project as part of a national effort to devise and share new approaches to help more young people obtain postsecondary degrees, certificates, and credentials.

Next Generation Learning Challenge Grant (Russ Little) $250,000 for one year

This grant from EDUCAUSE will (1) transition Sinclair’s Student Success Plan software to an open source model for use by community colleges across the country and (2) spin-off a nonprofit open source organization to manage the software. The Student Success Plan consists of preventive measures, early alerts, assertive intervention, holistic counseling techniques, student self assessment; and web-based software for tracking students and data analytics. 

College Ready STEM Demonstration Grants Program (Steve Wendel) $245,334 for one year 
This grant from the Ohio Board of Regents will support an expansion of the Biomedical Sciences program of Project Lead the Way as a statewide STEM Demonstration project. This project will build capacity in the underserved Appalachian area of rural southern Ohio.
