1. Upon completion of the Associate of Arts in Art, all 102 hours applicable to the Associate of Arts degree will transfer and count toward the minimum of 192 hours required in the Bachelor of Fine Arts degree.

2. Upon completion of the Associate of Arts degree, all academic credits will transfer and be applicable to the Bachelor of Arts degree.  Also 34 of the 42 credit hours of Art courses will transfer and apply toward the B.A. degree.

3. Students desiring the Bachelor of Arts must complete Wright State’s foreign language and research methods requirements.  These requirements may be completed at either WSU or Sinclair.  Please see a Sinclair academic counselor for more information.

4. All Liberal Arts B.A. majors at Wright State must complete 60 hours of courses at the 300- and 400-levels.  The state of Ohio requires courses to be counted at the level they were completed; therefore, lower-level transfer courses used in substitute for upper-level courses will not count toward this 60 hour requirement. 6. 7. General admission requirements to this major at Wright State:  Admission requirements to the B.F.A. program:  1.) 24 hours earned; 2.) cumulative GPA of 2.0.  Admission requirements to the B.A. program:  1.) 24 hours earned;
