1. Status Reports: 

Curriculum Review—Gloria Goldman
Gloria reported that the progression of curriculum requests through CMT is going well, so the college is in good shape in terms of meeting the catalog deadline.
Assessment—Teresa Prosser
Teresa reported that the revised integrated strategic plans are being implemented.  Teams are making good progress on their initiatives.
General Education—Lori Zakel

Student Success Course—Gina Neuerer
Gina reported that SCC101 is streamlining the large number of faculty who could teach the course in order to develop a core group of faculty.  For now they are not holding training sessions for new faculty and are not hiring any new faculty.  She also reported the retention numbers for students who have taken SCC101 compared to those who have not taken it.   The report also included information about the growth in enrollment, number of sections offered and number of faculty teaching since SCC101 Student Success became the official name in Spring 2008. 
 

2. Quarter to Semester Conversion: 

The group discussed the need for a subcommittee for the review of curriculum as the conversion to semesters occurred.  The group agreed that the subcommittee should report to curriculum committee and that the process would likely include both an initial review by the quarters to semesters curriculum review subcommittee and also a review using CMT.
 

3. Prerequisites in Math (timing of courses taken): 

The group discussed the recent action that Provost’s Council took in approving the request which ensures that prerequisites in Math be taken within one year.  This approval was provisional, based on implementation, so that students’ progress toward completion would not be negatively affected.  The data were showing that student success was increased when sequences were fulfilled within one year and when appropriate prerequisites were taken within one year.  The group wondered if it was worth pursuing this for other sequential classes (i.e. English I, II, and III).  A consensus was reached that the college should use the Math initiative as a pilot to see if this process is workable and then consider adopting it for other appropriate sequential courses.
