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FROM THE CHAIR

Fall Quarter 2002 brings with it
many new faces among the
Mathematics Department Fac-
ulty. To the ranks of full-time
tenure track faculty we welcome
Ed Gallo and Marie Stroh. Ed
comes to us from Ivy Tech State
College in Indiana where he
served the last four years as an Associate
Professor and Chair of the General Education
Mathematics Program. He has also had full- and
part-time teaching assignments at a variety of
schools including Indiana University East and the
U. S. Military Academy. He has a Masters Degree
in Mathematics from the University of Texas at El
Paso. See the feature on Ed in this issue of
Mathnet. Marie Stroh moves into a tenure track
position from an Annually Contracted Faculty
position where she has done an excellent job
running our Mathematics Department Retention
Program for two years. Prior to that she taught and
supervised the math help room at Miami University
in Middletown. She has a Masters Degree in
Mathematics from Wright State University. We are
pleased and fortunate to have both of these
capable and experienced teachers on our faculty.

In addition, we have added two Annually
Contracted Faculty members to our department.
These are Earl King and Moez Ben-Azzouz. Earl
takes the full-time position after several years of
part-time teaching for us and upon retirement from
a career as vice-president and part owner of Price
Systems, a software company. He has a Masters
Degree in Mathematics and Computer Science
from Colorado State University. He will be working
with Adolph Harris to offer our "Catch Up" sections
in Math 101 and 102. Moez recently acquired his
Masters Degree in Mathematics from Wright State
University where he taught courses as a graduate
teaching assistant. He comes from Tunisia, is
fluent in several languages, and is an avid soccer
enthusiast. He will be assuming the responsibility

of running the department's Retention Program. |
am confident that both of these educators will be an
asset to our department and our students.

Our part-time faculty has increased by the largest
single quarter increment ever. Welcome to Frank
Belpulsi, Anthony DeThomas, Don Dreesbach,
Maryam Fallahi, Kurt Hanaway, Orly Leiva, George
Orr, Teri Piatt, Eric Roberts, Lilian Saeger and
Dave Wolodkiewicz, who are all teaching their first
course for us this quarter. | should also mention
Sandeep Chellapilla, Nancy Christolear, Vel Hux
and John Ndefru, who taught their first course for
us this summer. These new members of our
faculty bring many years of teaching experience
and a wide range of other valuable experiences to
our classrooms.

And why the need for so many new faculty
members? Well, beside the two retirements we
had last year, we have lots of students, lots and lots
of students. To be exact, we have 1011 Full Time
Equivalents. This is the most ever and is 3.2%
higher than our previous record from last Fall
guarter. And it is becoming quite a challenge
accommodating them all. Because there are not

enough rooms of adequate size available, eight
math classes are being held in rooms with a
capacity of 25 when department policy would allow
a capacity of 33 students. This gives rise to 64
students for whom two additional sections must be
offered, thereby increasing the need for more
faculty and more rooms. Of course we are very
happy for the students in classes of 25 instead of
33, but this applies additional pressure to an
already overtaxed room assignment system and a
limited room supply (not to mention making it hard
to meet an average class size target of 24.9).

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Fall always brings some changes, and this year is
no exception. We welcome Ed Gallo as our newest
full-time faculty. Ed brings with him many years of
teaching experience as well as a very active
presence in the American Mathematical Asso-
ciation of Two Year Colleges (AMATYC)
organization.

Ed’s first experience with teaching occurred while
serving in the US Army. Four of his 21 years with
the Army were spent teaching & the US Military
Academy in West Point, NY. He says, “It was a
great experience — and | knew that a career in
college teaching could be a worthwhile, fulfilling
experience.” After retiring from the service, Ed
began teaching at a variety of community colleges
in Maryland and Delaware. In 1990, he accepted a
position at Indiana University East in Richmond
Indiana, where he taught for 7 years. Ed’'s most
recent position was teaching at lvy Tech State
College in Fort Wayne, Indiana, where he was the
Chair of the General Education Math Program.

Ed has several degrees, earning a BS in Math from
Worcester Polytechnic Institute in Worcester, MA,
and a MS in Math from the University of Texas at El
Paso. His most recent degree is an Associate of
Applied Science degree (AAS) in Construction
Technology earned in May of 2001 at Ivy Tech
State College in Fort Wayne, Indiana.

Before coming to Sinclair, Ed had some first hand
knowledge about some of our programs. His first
contact with Sinclair was in the summer of 1996
when he met with Barb Adams in the
Developmental Math program to  discuss
modularizing math courses. He also adds, “At the
1999 AMATYC conference in Pittsburgh | went to a
presentation on using robots to make math and
science classes more interesting. Of course you
already can guess, that presentation was the ‘Bob
and Fred Show'.” Ed is looking forward to working
in a larger Math Department, and is glad for a wider
selection of course offerings.

Speaking of AMATYC, Ed has been very involved
at both the state and national levels. He was the
president of the Indiana Regional Mathematics
Consortium (IRMC) from 1997 to 1999. Like
OHIOMATYC, IRMC is the Indiana state affiliate of
the AMATYC. He is currently the chair of the

Placement Testing Subcommittee of the Place-
ment/Assessment Committee for AMATYC, a
position he has held since 1997. He will be a panel
speaker on math placement testing at the national
AMATYC conference in Phoenix this year, and he

has given presentations on math placement testing
at the AMATYC conference for the last 4 years.

Ed is a grandfather to 2, a father of 3, and is
husband to wife Raymona. Ed and Raymona
currently reside in Richmond, Indiana in a 1912
two-story Victorian house. Remodeling old houses
has been a hobby for Ed since 1994, and he says
that he still has a lot of work to do on their house in
Richmond. Ed's other hobbies include coin
collecting, chess and gardening.

About teaching, Ed says, “I really like to see the
students work together in class. If you can cultivate
that kind of in-class environment, then teaching
becomes an even better experience. The students
really like it too, especially when they can help
another student understand a new concept or
perform a new type of computation.”
