1.  COMPOUND SUBJECT:     Joe and Ann are twins.  
 

2.  COMPOUND VERB:      He jumped and shouted. 
 

3.  COMPOUND DIRECT OBJECT:    He grows lettuce and tomatoes. 
 

4.  COMPOUND INDIRECT OBJECT:    He told Mary and me a story. 
 

5.  COMPOUND OBJECT OF PREPOSITION:   I wrote about Tom and Jim.
