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This guide provides basic information for the creation of a reference list at the end of a document so that readers can identify and retrieve each source of information cited in the text.

How to Create a Reference List
Basic Components of an Entry

Arrange entries in alphabetical order by the surname of the first author followed by initials of the author’s given name.
Each reference contains four basic components: 
1. Author or editor name
2. Publication date
3. Title of work
4. Publication information or retrieval data
When in doubt, provide more information than less.

1. Author and Editor

For Periodical Articles and Books

· Give author’s last name and initials of the first author, up to and including the seventh author.  When there are eight or more authors, include the first six authors, then insert three ellipses (…), and add the last author’s name.

Example:	Krogh, D.    (For Krogh, David, 1949- )

· If different authors have the same last name and first initial, give the author’s full first names in brackets following the initial.
· Spell out the full name of a group author such as the name of an institute or a corporation.
· Enter the editors’ names just like the authors.
· Enclose the abbreviation Ed. or Eds. In parentheses after the last editor’s name.

Example:	Dippel, R. L. & Hutton, J. T. (Eds.)	
(For “edited by Raye Lynne Dippel, J. Thomas Hutton”)





2. Publication Date

For Periodical Articles and Books 

· Give the publication date in parentheses after the author’s name.  Enter a period after the closing parenthesis.
· If no date is available, write n.d. in parentheses.

Example:	Mitchell, G. A. (2009).
		
For articles only
· Give the year and the exact date of the publication, separated by a comma.  Enclose the whole statement in parenthesis.  Enter a period after the closing parenthesis.

Example:	(2009, June).
		(2008, Fall).

3. Title of Work

For Article or chapter title

· Capitalize only the first word of the title and of the subtitle, also any proper nouns. Do not italicize the title of the article.
· Give the periodical title in uppercase and lowercase letters.  Italicize the name of the periodical title.

For Books

· Capitalize only the first word of the title and of the subtitle, also any proper nouns.  Italicize the title of the book.
· Enclose additional information such as edition or volume number in parenthesis.

Example:	Medical terminology: A word-building approach (6th ed.)
	
4. Publication Information

For Periodicals (Journals, magazines, newspapers)

· Give the volume number in italics, after the periodical title.  Do not use Vols.
· Give the issue number, if available, in parenthesis after the volume number.  Enter a comma after the parenthesis.
· Give inclusive page numbers of the article.

For Books

· Give the location where the publisher is located.  Enter a colon after the location.
· Give the name of the publisher in brief but write out the names of associations, corporations, and university presses.  Omit terms like Publishers, Co., and Inc.
· If two or more publisher locations are given, use the first one of the publisher’s home office if indicated.

Example: 	New York, NY:  Hill and Wang.


Electronic Sources

Include the same elements as in printed form.  However, add as much electronic retrieval information as needed for readers to locate the source or content of the document.  
For example:  the uniform resource locator (URL) and the digital object identifier (DOI)

Since URLs are not always stable on the Internet, scholarly publishers have begun assigning DOI to journal articles and other documents. 

DOI = digital object identifier.  It is a long alphanumeric code assigned by a registration agency (the International DOI Foundation) to identify the article and to provide a persistent link to the location of its content on the Internet.  However, not all publishers provide a DOI for each article.

The DOI is usually found on the landing page of the article in a database.   Sometimes it may be hidden under a button or an icon on the side.  If it is available from the publisher, it will display on one of the top pages.
The DOI serves as a link to the content of the document.  Reader can click on the DOI to view an abstract and to have an opportunity to purchase the article.  The reader can also enter the DOI into the DOI resolver search box provided by registration agencies such as CrossRef.org and be directed to the location of the article to view the abstract of the article or purchase a copy.

Articles in Periodicals 
Periodicals include journals, magazines, and newspapers.

Pattern:
Author, A. A., Author, B. B., & Author, C. C. (year). Title of article. Title of Periodical, volume number(issue number), pp-pp.  doi:xx.xxxxxxxx
· Give issue number (if given) in parentheses immediately after the volume number.
· Include the digital object identifier (DOI) if one is assigned.
· If no DOI is assigned, give the home page URL for the journal or magazine.

Journal article without DOI or persistent link

When DOI is not available, use the persistent link provided by the vendor of the database.  For example:  
Persistent link (Permalink) provided by EBSCOhost or URL of the journal home page. 
Format:  Retrieved from http://www.xxxxxxxx.xxx

Note:  Additional information, such as retrieval date and proper name of the database, allows readers to retrieve the print article if they have no access to the database.  APA Publication Manual does not require retrieval date or database information.  For more information about “Providing Publication Data for Electronic Sources,” refer to Publication Manual, 6th ed., p. 189-192, 198-202.

When citing web pages, you have to look around to find the information you need.   You may need to scroll down to find the date of publication or navigate to the home page of the site to find the author or editor.

Give the primary contributors in the author position and use parentheses to identify their contribution.

Note:  APA uses “Available from” in example 49 on page 209 of the Publication Manual (6th ed.).
“Use ‘Available from’ instead of ‘Retrieved from’ when the URL leads to information on how to obtain the cited material rather than the material itself.” (APA Style Guide to Electronic Resources, p.10)
