Using Films on Demand (FOD) in Angel
(Note: Working within the ANGEL repository - All of the steps below should be the same, but you must have the video open in a “new window” in order for it to work. (See: A) Adding a FOD video as a link, step #7))
A) Adding a FOD video as a link
1. Under the Lessons tab in Angel, go to where you want to put the video and select “add content”.

2. Choose “Link”.

3. Put in your title, subtitle, and any descriptive text if needed
4. Go to FOD and bring up the page with the video you want to put in Angel.
5. Scroll down below the video clip to find the title or segment URL (whichever you are using)

6.   Copy and paste the URL into the “Link URL” box in Angel (make sure the link starts with http://sinclair.ohionet.org/login?url=...)

7.  Optional: set “Link Target” to New Window (with or without banner)

8. Make sure to “Save”. Test on and off campus to see if it works

B) Adding a FOD video to a new or existing page as a link
1. Under the Lessons tab in Angel, either go to an existing page or under create a new one. Select “Add Content”.

2. Select “Page”

3. Put in your title, subtitle if needed.
4. Go to FOD and bring up the page with the video you want to put in Angel.
5. Scroll down below the video clip to find the title or segment URL (whichever you are using)

6. Go to Angel. Under “Page Text”, create or highlight existing text that you want linked to the video.
7. Click on the “Insert/Edit Web Link” Icon and select “Web Link” from the dropdown menu.

8. Paste the URL of the video from FOD.

9. Optional (but recommended): Set Target as “New Window”

10.  Make sure to “Save”.

C) Adding a FOD video using the FOD embed code
1. Under the Lessons tab, select “Add Content”

2. Select “Page”

3. Put in your title, subtitle if needed
4. Click on the “Source” Icon

5. Go to FOD and bring up the page with the video you want to put in Angel.
6. Find the “Embed this video” link under the video image (Notice: Since changes in 9/2011, the embed code has changed. I am using the old embed code, which can still be found under the newer embed code and labeled as “Use Old Embed Code”.)

7. Copy and paste the code into the “Page Text” box in Angel.

8. Make sure to “Save”. As it is, this video will work fine on-campus. If you want to leave it that way, make sure you let your viewers know. To make it work off-campus, you have to do a little more work.
9. Optional: Off-campus – You will need to add the Sinclair Proxy to the front of the URL of the embed code. It is also suggested that you modify the height and width to at least 400 x 450.
