Statement of Resolution/Recommendation:

Reword 10.e. Scheduling guidelines to omit (6) Special Adjunct Faculty.  Part-time faculty would then move from (7) to (6).

Brief statement of rationale for Resolution/Recommendation:  

The college has stated that it plans to eliminate the Special Adjunct position.  Theoretically the only Special Adjuncts currently being used by the college are in staffing those classes that would have to be cancelled otherwise.  Stating that Special Adjuncts have preference over part time faculty with respect to scheduling implies that either (1) they should get their 15 hours prior to part-time faculty being assigned or (2) that they could after being assigned (15) hours bump part-time faculty to get a more preferable schedule.  In either case the preference given to Special Adjuncts contradicts the reasons given in support of their use.  Namely, appropriate part time faculty could not be found to cover the classes or appropriate faculty could not be found to cover the class at the assigned day and time.
