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PROFESSOR EMERITUS

All faculty forms are located on Sinclair’s Intranet under Forms/Faculty.

Emeritus is a title which may be conferred on those retired faculty who have earned some special recognition for their years of service to the College.

Determination of those individuals awarded this honor will be based on the following:

Criteria for Selection
a. Completion of ten or more years of service at the College.

b. Except in unusual circumstances, service will be completed in an instructional capacity.

c. Attainment of tenure.

d. Attainment of the rank of Associate or Full Professor.

e. Retirement according to the provisions of the State Teachers Retirement System or the Public Employees Retirement System.

f. Nomination by full-time faculty, the department chairperson, or the division dean in the form of a letter submitted to the Vice President for Instruction. Nominations will be discussed and decisions will be made on the acceptability of each applicant by majority vote of the Instructional Council. (See Section 1.8 for Instructional Council constituency.) The decision on each applicant will be forwarded to the President for recommendation to the Board of Trustees for final action.

g. Nominations will be submitted and acted on only once during each academic year with annual submission date for nominations as April 1. Awards will be conferred at the annual Commencement ceremony.

Privileges Accorded
a. A permanent identification card.

b. Use of the Learning Resources Center and College computer facilities for academically related studies during specified open time periods. Use of the Physical Activities Center during the specified open time periods.

c. A free parking pass.

d. Tuition waiver for retiree, spouse, and dependent children.

e. Complimentary passes to College-sponsored activities such as sporting events and Blair Hall productions, when possible.

f. Use of office space, if available.
