Clarification and Information

on the Nu Pi Service Points System

November 2011

· The main purpose of Service Points is to show continued involvement in Nu Pi chapter for the award of the SOAR Scholarships.

· Overall total points are accumulated throughout the member’s service to Nu Pi chapter. Quarterly total resets to zero 1 week prior to the day of each Induction ceremony. The only exception to this is provisional members (see below).

· Quarterly total is used to determine recipients of quarterly SOAR scholarships; overall total is used to determine recipient of the $1,000 transfer scholarship at the end of spring quarter.

· Points can only be earned by service in activities that are organized, supported or promoted by Nu Pi.

· Services performed must be available to all Nu Pi members for points to be awarded. At least two Phi Theta Kappa members must participate for points to be counted.

· Chapter officers serve from the time they are elected until they relinquish their post.  They are entitled to 200 points per quarter (summer, fall, winter and spring)

· Service Points may be rejected by the SOAR committee if they cannot be verified (questions should be directed to the SOAR chairperson)

· As a guideline, the average active member should acquire approx. 1000 to 1200 points per year. A minimum of 1 hour of service is required to apply for the SOAR scholarship.

· Accurate dates and events must be listed for verification and consideration of SOAR.

· Provisional members are not eligible to receive a SOAR scholarship until they have been inducted. Any points accumulated during their induction quarter will count towards the next quarter’s SOAR points.
