SOAR POLICIES AND GUIDELINES

Maximum Nu Pi chapter SOAR Scholarship awards: 

· one $450 scholarship in fall, winter & spring 

· two $200 scholarships in fall, winter & spring
· one $150 scholarship in fall, winter & spring
· one $1,000 transfer scholarship to an outstanding member every June
These SOAR scholarships are awarded based on your cumulative GPA and your service to . Scholarship winners are announced at our quarterly Induction ceremonies and members that are selected can use the full amount the following quarter if they are enrolled in 9 or more credit hours. If they are enrolled in 6 to 9 credit hours, they will receive half the scholarship. No scholarship is given if the member takes less than 6 credit hours.

Key Info about SOAR and Financial Aid

If a Nu Pi member receives a SOAR scholarship it could impact his/her financial aid. One of two things happens if a student is receiving student loans and earns a scholarship: 

1. the amount of the student loan is recalculated to account for the scholarship requiring the student to borrow less and reducing their debt amount; 

2. the monies from the scholarship are divided up across a couple (or more, depending) of quarters so that the loan amounts will not be reduced (receiving the full loan amount from the government). One of the ways this could happen, if the student already has full funding, is that monies can be deposited in a book store account.

Key Details about Service Points

Service to  is determined by a member’s accumulation of service points. For any and all  activity, a member can record service points at a rate of 25 points per hour, per person that they are responsible for bringing to an event as long as they are not a member and recording their own service points. For example, if a member brings two friends to a Nu Pi event, such as the Costumes for a Cure dance, that member could log 75 points for every hour they were at the costume party. A typed copy of the member’s service points log is attached to the SOAR scholarship application. The total number of points accumulated by the member since the last Induction ceremony is used in the formula to determine the recipients of the scholarships. The total number of points accumulated since the member's Induction into Nu Pi is used to award the $1,000 transfer scholarship.
