The Troubled Student:  Displays sad, anxious or irritable emotions; behavior is mildly or moderately inappropriate in the classroom and may be due to inability to effectively cope with situations, losses, chronic illness or catastrophe.

Disruptive Student:  Makes verbal or physical threats to harm self, others, or property.  Displays conduct that is disruptive or dangerous to self or others and is a result of severe mental disorder or unacceptable social behaviors.

1. Disruptively voicing delusions or hallucinations 
1. Speech is disorganized
1. Displays extreme motor behavior (e.g. catatonic, unpredictable)
1. Engaging in bizarre behaviors, such as 
1. Expressing thoughts of hurting self or others
