Note:  This year is the first year the annual data set was available for review by this department.  Noteworthy trends and issues suggested by the data:

Student satisfaction as reflected on the graduate survey is positive.  

Criminal justice students are transferring to baccalaureate degree programs in larger numbers than anticipated.

Trend data on average class size, enrollment and frequency of course offerings suggest that the number of sections offered in relation to enrollment should be adjusted.   Day vs. evening class enrollments and course cancellations will be examined.

Data reported in the set on faculty diversity need to be verified.  
The Criminal Justice Department provides leadership for the college’s instructional programs at area prisons, and the data set does not (understandably) encompass this aspect of the department’s operation.  Overall, enrollments and the diversity of course/certificate offerings are growing through this program.

The data set also does not reflect the activity in the Criminal Justice Training Academy, and the department maintains data on the outcomes of this program.  Students completing the basic peace officer and the corrections training program are successful in passing the state certification exam.
Please list the actions underway from the most recent program review recommendations:  
 Revisions to the department’s curricula are nearing completion and should be in effect for the 2006-07 academic year.
Through the Criminal Justice Training Academy, pre-service and in-service training for regional law enforcement agencies has been substantially increased.

Equipment in the Academy has been substantially upgraded.

Collaboration with EMS and Fire Science has been limited, and the department continues to believe such collaboration would be aided by an organizational structure that brings these three programs into one unit.
