The costs per FTE remained approximately the same as last year.  In general they have steadily decreased over the last three years.  The FTE’s per full-time faculty were slightly less than last year but remain above the divisional average.  There had been a significant increase in the ACS since 2007-2008 academic year.
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

All of the program review recommendations have been followed.
Program outcome(s)--data collected in 06-07
What actions/improvements are underway as a result of your data analysis?
Since OTA students in general seem to utilize visual and kinesthetic learning methods more effectively than other methods the OTA program is currently transitioning to a collaborative learning format.  This places students in smaller core groups within the laboratory or classroom setting.  It provides increased opportunity for direct involvement in the learning process.  The number of experiential activities in both the laboratory and the classroom has been increased.  A concerted effort has been made to identify and buy more visual aids, particularly videos, DVD’s and a limited number of appropriate models.

Program outcome(s)--data collected in 07-08
How have you analyzed the data collected?  What did you find?  Describe the results obtained.
The results of the Fieldwork Performance Evaluation for the Occupational Therapy Assistant for students completing their second clinical internship (OTA 221 Clinical Affiliation II) were reviewed.  This is a national form used for all OTA Fieldwork II experiences (8-week clinical internships.)  Students are graded on a scale from 1 to 4.  A score of 4 is reserved for the top 5% of the students.  A score of 3 is considered a strong score.

Six of the twenty-five items relate specifically to the ability to collect, report and apply information.  The average for Sinclair’s OTA students was 3.0.  The highest average was in interpreting assessments (3.2).  The lowest average was in establishing goals (2.9).  Since the skill of establishing goals is difficult to teach in simulation it is realistic that this would be the weakest area for the students.  It is still within an acceptable range however.
The cohort that was represented in this data analysis did not demonstrate strong problem solving skills within the OTA technical courses.  Their best learning method was experiential.  It is anticipated that they will benefit more than the average class from continued clinical exposure.

Outcome data will be collected in OTA 221 Clinical Affiliation II.
