· Increase in PED.AA Degree Graduates from 04/05 data set. (6 graduates 04/05 – 8 graduates 05/06)
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

· Recommended to use IPR for data collecting.  In Fall 2006 there were 4,501 registrations in PED courses. Of these, 2,305 or 51% were audits.  73% of these audits were seniors or employees who live in Montgomery County. This information can help with our enrollment management strategy.
· PED 106, Weight Training, will be issued a survey at the beginning of the class Spring 2007. We will monitor these students for success and retention.
