From data collected, the music department observes that 100% of all MUS 218 students are passing their Piano Proficiency exams, and that of the eight skills tested within this exam, that all eight have a solid majority (88%) of students proving to be competent in the required areas.
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

Music Appreciation has been offered for the first time as an online class.  It has met with immediate success, and will be offered in six sections Fall, 2009.  Additionally, the dept anticipates the trial offering of two newly-developed online courses, both designed to attract the largest number of students from the general student population—in Jazz Appreciation and American Popular Music.

No changes have been as a result of this data analysis, as the results met our expectations.

Data relating to these courses is submitted to the dept chair at the conclusion of the spring quarter.  The chair analyzed this data to see whether, in fact, the dept was meeting its goal of a 100% pass rate for MUS 218.

For the outcome(s) currently under study (for 08-09 outcomes), what evidence and process do you plan to use to determine the extent to which this/these program outcome(s) have been met?

This outcome is specifically the outcome associated with one set of courses, Musical Styles, MUS 131-133.  We will look at the collective grade distribution for students enrolled in this sequence, as well as administering our usual end-of-year assessment tests.  These courses are a chronological survey of music history, starting with the Medieval Period and ending in contemporary music.  Knowledge of both the historical aspects of music history and the various styles that music has been written in are addressed in these courses.
