	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

· The number of theatre performance majors has risen to 29 in Winter of 2007 from 25 in Winter of 2006.  This 16% increase at first was puzzling, when we realized that FTE in theatre had declined during the same period.  After further examination of student transcripts, the faculty discovered that theatre students were taking more general education classes, as a result of the faculty’s efforts to improve the graduation rate through faculty advising.  In the past, students used to load up on their theatre classes, while neglecting their general education classes (particularly Math).  In the past, this practice would benefit the FTE within theatre, while contributing to a low graduation rate.  Prior to the faculty’s concerted efforts to improve graduation rates, the theatre department graduated an average of 1.5 students a year over a 20 year period.  In the 2005-2006 academic year, the theatre program graduated 8 students, so the faculty is confident that progress is being made in this area.  The faculty expects the FTE for theatre to bounce back as the increase in number of majors will offset the number of students taking general education classes in other disciplines, rather than taking all of their theatre classes in the first year.
· The Department has changed its contribution margin from a negative 3.26% in 2005 to a positive 2.31% in 2006
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

· We have initiated a mandatory advising program, where students must meet with faculty members before registration.  During these advising sessions, the faculty encourages the students to take Math and other general education requirements for graduation.  This has been very successful and students are expressing their appreciation for the added guidance (see note above for effect on theatre enrollment).

· We are offering theatre classes in Englewood and Huber Heights with moderate success.

· The faculty is learning useful information from advising sessions, where students discuss their experiences at the college with the faculty members.  As a result, the faculty has been able to pass information along to the academic advisors and to schedule classes in future quarters as a result of student needs and interests.

What evidence and process do you plan to use to determine the extent to which this/these program outcome(s) have been met?
· We plan to use projects from Script Analysis to determine whether students are achieving in the script analysis outcome.

· The faculty will meet as a group to review samples from the Script analysis class to determine whether the outcome is being met.
