	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:
· Total students enrolled in Sociology courses rose from 1, 268.40 FTE in 2006-07 to 1, 372.93 in 2007-08.  Geography increased from 118.40 FTE in 2006-07 to 125.07in 07-08.
· Graduation rates remained relatively the same in both Sociology & Geography the number of Family Advocate Short Term Certificates doubled.   
· FTE per Full Time faculty increased in Sociology from 06-07 39 to 42 in 07-08 and in Geography there was a similar increase for the same time period, 47-51.

· Cost per FTE in Sociology/ Social Work was down to 2,374 a decrease of 26.00, which was significantly lower than that of the division.  The FTE in Geography increased by 534.00 and was higher than the divisional average.
· The full time part time ratio decreased slightly for Sociology but remained the same for Geography

Gender Studies Certificate and a Applied Sociology Certificate in 08-09.

These two courses will be central to the development of an Applied Sociology Certificate.  Geography must implement an assessment tool in Geo 101 & 102 in the fall of 2009.

Data was collected in 06-07 regarding the achievement of core departmental outcomes using SGS developed quantitative tests and writing rubrics.    As a result improvements were made in the writing rubric and the quantitative assessment test.

In 07-08 we again updated the quantitative test so that it would not be tied to any particular textbook.  Reflecting on the data from fall 07 to spring 08:

Program outcome(s)—data collected for 08-09
For the outcome(s) currently under study (for 08-09 outcomes), what evidence and process do you plan to use to determine the extent to which this/these program outcome(s) have been met?

The Departmental Assessment Committee proposed that the strategy shared by Craig E. Nelson in his presentation on Achievement, Equity and Retention offers a solution. Dr. Nelson suggested that departments should chart the success rates of students by taking the pre and post test results and quantifying the percentage learning gain by each faculties teaching strategy i.e. lecture, active learning, etc.  The benefit of this methodology is that we would gain an understanding of which learning facilitation method is the most effective.

Spring of 2009 we will have a half day assessment retreat.  We will review the information presented by Dr. Nelson.  We will then assess the teaching style of each faculty member based on an index created by the committee in collaboration with the CTL. Faculty will teach as usual in the fall.  In winter we will examine the results of the fall and make some inferences and recommendations for improving teaching techniques based on the results of the data.  Winter quarter we will have a series of workshops that assist faculty in developing teaching styles that have proven most effective to learning based on the data we have gathered.

All full time faculties who teach 111, 112 & 120 have to participate. Learning community and online courses are excluded.  All adjuncts who teach 3 or 4 Introductory Sociology courses 111, 112, 120 must participate in the study.  Adjuncts may also volunteer to participate even if they are only teaching one introductory course.

General Education

Describe any general education changes/improvements in your program/department during this past academic year (07-08).
Sociology has implemented a writing rubric and a pre and post writing assignment in our core courses.  At the end of the winter quarter the department randomly selects samples from each of the core courses and faculty assess them by using the writing rubric. In the winter of 07 we saw a gain in soc 111 of 10% in writing mechanics, and theory of 10%.  In Soc 112 we saw a gain of 27% in mechanics and 16% in theory.  In soc 120 we saw a gain of 16 % of mechanics and 10% in theory.  We have not analyzed the data from Winter of 08.  Also we implemented a speech rubric in each of the core courses in Fall of 2008. 
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
