	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

Using the latest data, CHE and GLG show a decline in FTE from 192.26 to 173.86.  This represents a decline of 9.6%.  However, it should be noted that the department has incurred a net loss of one full-time faculty member from 10 FT faculty to 9 FT faculty.  Normalizing the date to account for this, the value of FTE per FT faculty has seen a slight increase from 19.23 to 19.32 FTE per full-time faculty member.  

There has been unexpected weak enrollment in university parallel organic chemistry.  The department would like to further study this affect.  

The department was hoping to make more gains in FTE enrollments despite the loss of the FT faculty member.  However, it experienced an untimely loss of several adjunct faculty members who either relocated or experienced health problems.  The department has several adjunct faculty in the pipeline and is optimistic about future FTE enrollments.
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

The department plans to perform better in the area of accessing program outcomes as is detailed in the schedule on page 2.  
The department is also interested in studying the link between success rates of students in sections taught by adjunct faculty and sections taught by adjunct faculty.  The department was charged with this task at the conclusion of the department review and may utilize the services of RAR to accomplish this task.

Summer organic chemistry success rates will be studied in order to support the program which allows students to complete a 3-quarter sequence during the summer A & B terms.
