	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

· Retention is stable at previous year numbers, FA 2005 @195 and Fall 2006 @ 196.
· FTE in the EET program increased from 219 to 242 for 2005-06 due to corporate and high school course offerings.
· There has been a slight decline in core EET course enrollment with all EET program specific advertisement and marketing discontinued, and a serious competition from ITT and RETS Tech Center. This is a serious concern as enrollment in freshman courses EET 114, 116, 121 has dropped significantly and will impact seriously the enrollment in subsequent higher level EET courses in the coming year.
· Low average class size is still an issue for EET courses. It is being discussed and efforts are underway to increase ACS starting Fall 2007.
· Decreased cost per FTE – increased Contribution Margin.
