Program outcome(s)--data collected for 06-07
How have you analyzed the data collected?  What did you find?  Describe the results obtained.
Success rates in Math 101/102 versus the Math 190 pilot sequence were examined during the 06-07 academic year.  Although the success rates for the Math 190 sequence were not significantly better than the Math 101/102 sequence, it did appear that mathematically “weaker” students were able to complete the Math 190 sequence.  These same students quite likely would not have completed the Math 101/102 sequence.
Program outcome(s)—data collected for 07-08
For the outcome(s) currently under study (for 07-08 outcomes), what evidence and process do you plan to use to determine the extent to which this/these program outcome(s) have been met?

Final exam data for Math 102 and 193 will be collected and an item analysis will be performed.  The results of the item analysis will be correlated to the course outcomes to measure the extent to which students are mastering course outcomes.  It is possible that the extent to which the program outcome is being met is a function of the extent to which the course outcomes are being met.  The results of the Math Department’s Math 108/116 sequence imbedded assessment test will also be included in the study.
