	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

Most data was stable from 05-06 to 06-07.  There was no change in degree/certificate completion rate.  The only significant change noted was a 120 student decrease in enrollment in HIM 121 Beginning Medical Terminology from 05-06.  This was partially attributable to the deletion of this course from the PTA curriculum.  Previously all the students on that program's waiting list took the course.  It was reluctantly deleted by the program due to an accreditation- required curriculum change pushing them past the credit hour limit  according to the PTA chair.
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

· re: Feasibility of Online Delivery  -  The SCC HIM program will be developed for online delivery beginning with Fall 2008.  Cohort will be increased from 25 to 45 students/year.  
· re:  Department Succession  -  Barbara Wallace will step down as chair in June 08 with Karen Motley assuming the role for the 08-09 academic year under her mentoring.
· re: Impact of Prerequisite Change  -  Program's new prerequisites have increased the academic success of the 2007 cohort thus far. We have lost 1 student thus far from the FA07 cohort for academic reasons.  In the previous year, we lost 5 in the first quarter.
Program outcome(s)--data collected for 06-07
How have you analyzed the data collected?  What did you find?  Describe the results obtained.
We collected results from two sources – scoring rubrics and exam scores from HIM 204 (now numbered HIM 246) Health Informatics last Spring quarter and the AHIMA score report on graduate performance on their credentialing exam – Domain 4 which reflects the competencies associated with this Program Outcome. 

The graduating students did not do particularly well in HIM 204 although all passed the course.  The mean course score was 206 points out of a possible 250 (83%).  Students did well on the group presentations and research papers (94%)  but scored only a mean of 76% on the four course exams.  

For the 16 students who took the RHIT exam between 10/1/06 and 10/1/07, their mean score on Domain 4 was 26.76 out of a possible 33 questions.  The national mean score (n=1368) was 26.18.  Our students scored at 102% of the national mean on this Domain.
HIM 246 (the new course over this topic) has been revised and updated during WI08 to improve the content and coverage of this topic.

Program outcome(s)—data collected for 07-08
For the outcome(s) currently under study (for 07-08 outcomes), what evidence and process do you plan to use to determine the extent to which this/these program outcome(s) have been met?

We have collected data from HIM 178 Mid Capstone last summer including scores on a mock credentialing exam over first-year HIM courses.  During Spring 08, we will collect correlating scores from their final mock credentialing exam prior to graduation.  Our plan is to use this data along with detailed data on our graduates' performance on their credentialing exam to track their performance on the competencies within each subdomain.

General Education
Describe any general education changes/improvements in your program/department during this past academic year (06-07).
· As part of our FA2006 curriculum revision, we implemented additional writing assignments in several courses throughout the curriculum.  As a summative assessment, we collected data on written communication from our scoring rubrics for papers written in both HIM 204 and HIM 278.  These courses are both from Spring Qtr 2007, which was the students' last quarter in the program.  The mean score on writing assignments was 90.5% and 96.5% respectively.  This particular class had extremely good writing skills, but we feel the additional writing assignments benefited them also.
· As part of our FA2006 curriculum revision, we added oral presentations, both formal and informal, in several courses.  As a summative assessment, we collected data in the same two courses in the last quarter of the program.  Students were required to do 20 minute Powerpoint presentations on a variety of researched topics; in one class it was a group presentation and in the other, it was an individual presentation.  The mean score in HIM 204 was 94% (n=11).  The mean score in HIM 278 was 92.25% (n=23).  
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
