	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

· FTE increased from 365.7 (2004/5) to 393.3 (2005/6)
· Average Class Size decreased from 17.1 (2004/5) to 14.7 (2005/6)
· Cost per FTE increased $700
· Retention Rates(From MHT 115 to MHT 204) increased from 58 to 72 percent. 
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:  MHT has not completed a recent program review.  Our current actions from last years update are listed.
· Cancelling low enrollment (under 10) courses at least 1 week prior to class.  Contacting students to encourage them to enroll in other MHT courses.
· No longer offering MHT 202 in summer, MHT 203 in Fall and MHT 204 in Winter. Continued to be low enrollment courses that is high faculty load.  This sequence will only begin in Fall quarter.  This should increase average class size without decreasing FTE.

· Continue to visit MHT 101 classes to orient students to MHT and encourage them to interview for admission.
· Continue to monitor enrollment in sequential courses and contact students who are not enrolling.

· It appears that enrollment in MHT 115 (the first course for MHT majors) decreased by 33% from 2004/2005 to 2005/2006.  We will resume offering this course in Winter quarter.

· Practicum Supervisors and tenure faculty will complete rubrics on each outcome for each MHT 204 student.  MHT 204 is the last course for MHT majors before graduation.
· Rubric scores will be collected, tallied and mean scores will be determined.
