	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

· Departmental costs per FTE are consistently below the average for the Allied Health Division.
· FTE’s per faculty have remained consistent for the last three years.
· FTE’s up 13% from this time last year.

· Consistent graduation rate of 22 students per year.
· Average class size is consistently above average for the division.
· Continued graduate placement in profession at 100%
· First time takers success rate on the National Certification Rate for 2006 graduating class at 100%.  Overall success rate for the last three years at 95%.
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

· A meeting was held with a representative of the math department and other ALH departments utilizing MAT 106 Allied Health Mathematics in their curriculums.  The majority of the content of the course is not directly applicable to the field of occupational therapy.  However it was agreed by the team that content which was utilized by any of the departments would remain in the course.  The OTA department requested that the Math department benchmark other institutions re: college level general math courses.  
· A meeting was held in November with the chairperson of the English Department, Jack Bennett, and the chairperson of the OTA department to review the difficulties OTA students have with writing competencies.  It was felt by Professor Bennett that ENG 199 Text Editing was not an appropriate course to address our concerns, partially because he felt that the prerequisites could not be waived.  He requested the opportunity to address the issues within the English department.  No further information is available at this time. 
· A curriculum review is underway to both clarify the inclusion of new accreditation Standards and to determine if more extensive revisions need to be made.

Program outcome(s)--data collected for 06-07

What evidence and process do you plan to use to determine the extent to which this/these program outcome(s) have been met?
· Program outcomes data is collected during OTA 221 Clinical Affiliation I.  This course is offered during Spring and Summer Quarter.  The data will be collected at that time.  

· The official American Occupational Therapy Association fieldwork evaluation form will be used as a data source.  The specific items which relate to the ability to deliver occupational therapy assistant services at entry level competency under the supervision of an occupational therapist have been identified.  The evaluation forms of all students registered for the course will be reviewed and the scores received on the identified items will be collated.  An average score for each item will be determined.
