Degree seeking students went from 200 in 2008 to 227 in 2009. Our short term certificate also saw an increase, 55 in 2008 to 72 in 2009.  The department had 9 degrees awarded and 7 certificates in 2008-2009.
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

The department will be submitting a program degree to OBR. The degree will be an AAS degree in Exercise Science. The AA degree in Physical Education will remain with a two track option, one track in Physical Education with the other in Sport and Recreation Management. The plan is to offer the AAS degree beginning Fall 2010.
Program outcome(s)--data collected in 07-08
What actions/improvements are underway as a result of your data analysis?
The department added a short reflection paper regarding the students understanding of the “Best Practice” concept in their major. This project has worked well. We believe it has increased the student’s confidence and ability to provide well thought out lesson plans/fitness programs and events. We started asking the students in their exit interview to discuss “Best Practice” and to explain how they recognize “Best Practice” and how they implemented it in their internship experience. The department agrees that this is an excellent way to reinforce their reflection paper.
Program outcome(s)--data collected in 08-09
How have you analyzed the data collected?  What did you find?  Describe the results obtained.
The students explain in a short essay the significance and impact Physical Education/Exercise Science or Sport and Recreation Management has on society. The essay becomes part of their portfolio. We encouraged the students to express an actual experience during their internship. This has been difficult for students capture. We believe that we need to encourage our students to look at the big picture of their discipline. We still want them to write, but use the research from their classes to help shape their essay.
