· Pre-program student enrollment declined from 2003-04 to 2004-05 (663 vs. 715), but up significantly over five year period (252 in 200-01)
· Minority population in AAS degree remains relatively constant at 18-20%

· Course enrollment decreased by 85 in 2004-05 compared to 2003-04 (1,804 vs. 1,889), but up significantly from 931 in 2000-2001

· # of graduates up 16 in 2004-05 vs. 2003-04 (59 vs. 43)

· Course success rate remains constant at 94%

· Program retention rate relatively constant at approximately 65%
Please list the actions underway from the most recent program review recommendations:
· Cost per FTE decreased over time due to Hocking program and increased enrollment on Dayton campus.
· Decline in pre-program enrollment may be attributed to limited BIO offerings and growing program wait list.

· Increased # of graduates attributed to Hocking program and program curriculum revision.
