· Class of 2006 was first class to take the national certification exam for Surgical Technology (CST) before graduation.  100% of the students passed the exam.  This exam demonstrates our student’s proficiency in all perioperative skills currently measured.
· Class of 2006 scored 9th in the nation out of approximately 200 accredited Surgical Technology Programs on the national accreditation exam (PAE – Program Assessment Exam).  This outcome demonstrates our student’s proficiency in all measured accreditation areas, including perioperative skills.  The scores on this exam have increased steadily since the students began taking this exam in 2003.  
· Employer surveys from the area hospitals indicate satisfaction ratings at or above the set benchmarks with our graduates/new hires in the area of ‘Clinical Skills and Performance’.
