	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:
Data has shown that over the past year(s) enrollment in English 111 has increased as the overall college enrollment has blossomed. English 111’s and 112 s’ enrollment rank, respectively, 1 and 2 in college’s Top 100 courses offered.

Online section capacities in English 111 have increased from 308 in Fall ’08 to 386 in Fall ’09 and operated consistently in the 93-95% fill range.

With the increased FTE in our courses overall, our adjunct instruction per FTE has increased as well from 43.44% in 08 to 47. 13% by Fall 09. Adjunct instruction comprised 45% of our payload hours in 08 and to date 49%.

From data provided by RAR, success rates in our English 111 classes  have been 68.53%, 69.96% and 68.77% over from 06-07 to the present respectively. A favorable increase has been seen this past quarter where success rates were 75.56% for online sections and 74.77% for face to face offerings.
