	Our next step is to see if the inclusion of a writing portfolio in Spanish 103 significantly enhances the performance of students on this assessment.  We currently have two instructors who use writing portfolios in their Spanish 103 classes and two who do not, and we believe that this will provide us with an excellent means of determining the value of using a holistic portfolio as opposed to targeted grammatical exercises for enhancing written communication skills.


We only saw one area of anomalous data, in that one of the groups showed a significantly smaller gain than the other 2 groups.  It is possible that the high initial performance of the group as a whole (291.2, almost at the maximum range for 102 students) was a determining factor, and since the end performance of the group was well within the threshold for 103 students, we are still positive about the results.  However, this is something that bears further investigation.

The department plans to use selected measures from the General Education Checklist for Problem Solving and Critical Thinking to assess Critical Thinking/Problem Solving outcomes in Humanities 125: The Human Image. A pre and post assessment will be given measuring progress through the course in the following areas: ability to articulate ideas or problems; use of appropriate problem solving methods; exhibition of openness to alternative ideas; ability to evaluate the validity of an argument or idea; and ability to support a chosen position with attention to consequences.
