From data collected, the music department observes that, on average, 90% of students are scoring about 90% on series-ending summative assessment tests in the areas of Music Theory and Sight-Singing/Dictation.  
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

The department expects to be offering an online Music Appreciation course in fall, 2008.

New course offerings have thoughtfully been developed in the areas of Jazz Appreciation and American Popular Music;  one of the goals of such courses is an expected increase in FTE as the result of adding courses with wide appeal to the approved list of Humanities Electives.  

Space (lack of) continues to be the number one limitation for the music department in terms of growth.

Summative assessment tests are administered by the chair of the department in Piano for Music Majors, which addresses all the skills to be acquired in program outcome #2.  Specifically, all of these skills are performance skills which are acquired over a two-year sequence.  A minimal competence level outlined by our accrediting body for second-year students marks a threshold level of skill in: 1.  playing of major and minor scales, 2.  playing certain chord progressions in all keys, 3. transposing, 4. harmonizing, 5. sight-reading, 6. improvising, 7. reading 4-part vertical scores, and 8. memorization of repertoire.  Students are allotted a 45 minute one-on-one assessment test with the dept chair.
