	Please list noteworthy changes in the data set from last year:

· Currently, FTE per fulltime faculty in the music department stands at 24, a modest increase over last year and other recent years.  However, we now have six fulltime faculty, as opposed to four in 2004-05.
· The number of students presenting graduation recitals in 2006 was 11, and it is anticipated that this number will be 10 in 2007.  These numbers represent a lot for the department:  they are proportionally much higher than in previous years, and they reflect both increased numbers of entering students (quantity) and the seriousness and persistence of those students (quality).  There were 63 new music majors who enrolled Fall, 2007, which represents a new high for the department.  (Graduation recital numbers are not part of the DAWN data sets, nor are the numbers of entering students seeking music major status.) 
Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:

· The department has developed an online Music Appreciation course that it anticipates going online with as soon as DL can accommodate it.

· The department continues to investigate the addition of new courses which could add a new A.A.S. degree to our offerings in Music Technology.  Current space restrictions, however, are an ongoing obstacle to the implementation of these courses. Development of at least one new music course that would fulfill the Humanities elective requirement and also generate FTE for the department are in development.  (To be called something like Current Music: Mainstream to Fringe.

· Equitable part-time salary for applied music teachers continues to be an issue of concern.  Many of the applied part-time teachers in the department have 20 to 30 years of service to the department, and may be leaving soon.  Replacing them within the confines of our current pay structure may be problematic.  The chair will collect data from all state institutions for internal benchmarking purposes.
· The department has invested much time and thought into the idea of charging admission for its public concerts.  This would be a fund-raising endeavor with which the department could meet certain expenses that would not be possible within the confines of the departmental budget—supplementing choral performances with orchestral musicians, purchasing musical instruments that might not qualift as “tech” purchases in a Tech Grant request, etc.  Charging a $4-5 admission for concerts would generate approximately $10,000/year for the department—assuming no audience loss.  According to HEADS research, most institutions our size generate about $8,000 in ticket sales for their public music events.
· The bluegrass music program, starting Fall 2008, will be moved out of the department’s regular course offerings, and will be offered as a series of workshops.

· Space limitations continue to be the music department’s most pressing concern.   Any growth in the overall population of music majors brings with it an increase in the demand for applied music teaching space, something we do not have.

The courses listed—MUS 113, 213, 143, 243—are final courses in year-long series of courses that commence in the fall quarter and conclude in the spring.  Written and oral summative assessments for these series of classes will be conducted near the end of spring quarter. ]
