	Please list the actions and/or improvement priorities underway from the most recent program review recommendations:
$ 
It was recommended that the department verify the assertion that the quality of instruction of part-time faculty and full-time faculty are different.  The department chair has approached RAR for data and will use this data to study success rates of students in chemistry sections staffed by full-time and part-time faculty.  
$ 
CHE is exploring opportunities to offer courses at the off-campus learning centers.
$ 
CHE will explore the opportunity of selecting qualified part-time faculty to assist in delivery of the online CHE-120 course.

$ 
Both CHE and GLG are offering supplementary instruction/tutoring sessions in their student resource centers in order to further improve success rates for at-risk students .

$ 
GLG is working on collecting student data to better understand and gauge the level of preparedness of incoming GLG students.

$ 
GLG is in the process of locating, training/preparing part-time faculty to be able to teach at off-campus locations in the event that adequate laboratory space/storage and budget for materials at these off-campus sites becomes available.
